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Hummingbirds love nectar-rich flowering plants with bright red, orange or

red-orange tubular-shaped blossoms, but will visit flowers of any color. Keep in
mind that using pesticides eliminates garden insects that hummingbirds rely upon
for protein. Plant nectar provides instant energy and insect prey provides protein
for muscle growth. As these tiny birds feed on nectar plants they also pollinate the
blossoms. Hummingbirds require seven times their body weight in nectar daily, so
adding a nectar feeder filled with sugar solution will help lure these energetic little
birds into your garden.

By planting a succession of nectar flowers, shrubs and trees that will bloom
